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Literacy Efforts in the Community

Adult Literacy and Education Program

The Training and Education for
Adult Learners Adult Education
and Literacy (TEAL) program
through Lincoln Land Community
College (LLCC) provides GED,
ESL and basic education services
for adults with as little as a first
grade education or proficiency.
TEAL offers one-on-one and
classroom instruction at four
different locations in Springfield,
including two LLCC campus sites,
local restaurant Ginger Asian
Bistro, and Catholic Charities.

TEAL needs morning tutors
during the school year, so if you
are interested in a truly rewarding
volunteer experience and want to
make a big impact in our focus
area, this is a great place to

start. Tutors are asked to commit
at least one to one and a half
hours a week from 9:00 am to
12:00 pm, Monday through
Thursday mornings. Tutors are
required to complete twelve hours
of training, including six hours of
classroom time and six hours of
shadowing and working with an
experienced tutor.

TEAL has many success stories.
One patrticular story involves

at Lincoln Land Community College

Tarrance Miller. Tarrance is a
young man with multiple, complex
problems. As a special-education
student in school, he dropped out
at an early age and spent his time
on the streets. An easy target for
other, more street-wise kids, he
was soon in trouble with the

law. Family problems at home
caused him to move in with his
aunt and uncle. Then, in his early
twenties after suffering a rare
heart disease, Tarrance had
three separate heart attacks.

When Tarrance first came to the
TEAL literacy program, he was
accompanied by his mother who
did the talking for him. He
presented a flat affect and rarely
spoke, just nodding when
required to respond. He tested at
less than a first grade level on the
SORT exam. However, weekly
tutoring sessions have had a
huge impact on Tarrance.

Tarrance is now reading whole
sentences and writing them. He
dresses more neatly and can
engage in conversation. He
comes to tutoring on his bike,
stating that he hopes to get a
good paying job someday.

The AJLI VSA program
was specifically developed
to recognize League
members for their League
volunteer work to build
better communities, and is
open to ANY paid
member, including
Provisionals, Actives and
Sustainers. The AJLI
VSA program is part of the
U.S. President’s Volunteer
Service Award, an initia-
tive of the President’s
Council on Service and
Civic Participation, admin-
istered by the Points of
Light Foundation in Wash-
ington, D.C. The program
is a way to thank and
honor Americans who by
their demonstrated
commitment set an
example and inspire others
to engage in volunteer
service.

What to Do

League members who
contribute at least 100
volunteer hours to League
projects in a 12 month
consecutive period are
eligible to receive the U.S.
President’s Volunteer
Service Award. All you
have to do is to sign up
once we are given our
special access information
in order to keep all JLS
members together. Once
you have signed up, input
the number of hours you
have volunteered for JLS-
related activities. As
Program Administrator, [
will send out a reminder
once a month so everyone
can keep tabs on their
hours.

What Volunteer
Activities Count

In addition to regular
League committee
placements, attendance at
General Membership
meetings and Placement
events counts towards the
awards, as does
attendance at AJLI
trainings. The hours spent
in the Provisional course
count, as do any hours
spent on Provisional
projects. All League
fundraising activities
count as well. The only
exclusions are:

e attendance at Junior
League fundraisers
(unless you are working
the event or served on the
planning committee)

e attendance at any
other League events that
are primarily “social” in
nature

e any time spent
socializing before/after
engaging in League
activities

e the time spent
traveling to/from
League activities

e any time spent
reading League
publications

Note: League leaders
who attend AJLI train-
ings can count only the
time they spend in
workshops and
plenaries.

I will send out more
information about when
the JLS VSA account
will be ready for
service. So keep a
notebook in your purse
or track in your planner
the meetings and other
JLS volunteer activities,
and then simply transfer
over to your VSA
account at least once a
month!
