Letters About Literature

Do you know a 4th through 12th grader
who loves to read? Then encourage them
to enter the Letters About Literature con-
test, a national reading and writing pro-
motion for children and young adults
sponsored by the Illinois Center for the
Book in cooperation with the Center for
the Book in the Library of Congress in
partnership with Target. The program
invites 4th - 12th grade students to read a
book that interests them and write a letter
to the author explaining how the book
changed their view of the world or them-
selves.

The contest consists of three competition
levels - Level I for grades 4 - 6, Level 11
for grades 7 & 8 and Level III for grades 9
- 12. One state winner is chosen for each
level. State Level winners receive a $50
Target gift card, a check from the Illinois
Center for the Book and a plaque at an
awards ceremony. State level winners'
letters are forwarded to the National com-
petition where six national winners (two
at each level) and twelve national honor-
able mentions (four at each level) are se-
lected. Each of the six national winners
receive a $500 Target gift card along with
a $10,000 grant for their school or com-
munity library for reading promotion for
children and young adults. The national
honorable mentions will receive a $100
Target gift card and a $1,000 grant for
their school or community library.
